relevance to toxic pollution exposure
•  �The case scenario should be presented first, followed by 

a discussion of clinical and public health implications 
Visual images (e.g. X-rays, microscopic pathology) or other 
graphics are encouraged

•  �Must be submitted no more than 6 months after the events 
they are describing
